Did you know? Some Trechus are found on only a single mountaintop! Because
Trechus like it cool and moist, only the tops of mountains are suitable, limiting the
interaction between populations

Did you know? Trechus are a type of ground beetle (Carabidae). There are other
ground beetles in your mini museum. Can you find them?

Did you know? These beetles like in leaf litter, where they are apex predators. Do you
see anything on this fact sheet that might be a tasty snack for a Trechus?
